A. Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order at 4:00 p.m. by Trustee Russell. Roll was called, with two (2) trustees present, Russell and Lorenz.

B. Approve Agenda for Monday, March 4, 2024
After a review of the Monday, March 4, 2024 Administrative Committee Meeting Agenda, a motion was made by Trustee Lorenz “to approve the Administrative Committee Meeting Agenda for Monday, March 4, 2024”.   Motion seconded by Trustee Russell. The motion passed on a voice vote with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.
C. Approval of Minutes
Approval of Minutes of February 5, 2023 
[bookmark: _Hlk158112033]After a review of the Monday, February 5, 2024 Administrative Committee Meeting Minutes a motion was made by Trustee Lorenz “to approve the Administrative Committee Meeting Minutes for Monday, February 5, 2024”.   Motion seconded by Trustee Russell. The motion passed on a voice vote with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.

       E. Superintendent of Public Works Report 
Public Works Supervisor Insko updated the committee on the work that is being completed early this season due to the abundance of good weather. Reported on the work that was done on Rural Road by the County improving the silting problem in the drainage ditch in Homestead Subdivision.

President Typer added that the Stillman Valley Fire Protection District Fire Chief had contacted him on March 3, 2024 with a request to use village equipment (backhoe) to aide in fire protection, discussing the process. The equipment was not needed due to availability of a closer machine.

1. [bookmark: _Hlk160690422]Discuss and Possible Action – Proposal for the Valley Drive and 2nd Street Maintenance Project
After brief review of the documents and discussion by the board, Trustee Grobe made a motion “to send the Proposal for the Valley Drive and 2nd Street Maintenance Project to the full board with the committee’s recommendation for approval with a “not to exceed” amount of $29,500”. Seconded by Trustee Russell. Motion carried on a voice vote of 3-0-0.

   F. Discuss and Approve Monthly Bills 
After committee review and comments, Trustee Grobe made a motion “to forward the bills, in the amount of $33,982.29 to the full board with a recommendation for approval and payment.”  Seconded by Trustee Russell. The motion passed on a voice vote with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.
G. New Business
1.  Discuss and Possible Action – Updated 2024 ICC Code Books 
Building Inspector Casper Manheim attended the meeting to discuss the requirement to purchase updated ICC Code books as a result of recent legislative changes.  By law this needs to be done prior to January 1, 2025. The committee discussed the cost of the updated books of $1,512 and that these will replace the 2006 ICC Code books that are in use now. Trustee Russell made a motion “to purchase the 2024 Edition for the ICC Code Books with a “not to exceed” amount of $1,512 a.”  Seconded by Trustee Lorenz. Motion carried on a 3-0-0 voice vote.

H. Old Business
1.  Discuss and Possible Action – Collection and Disposal of Residential Solid Waste
The committee discussed the bids received after the advertisement for Request for Proposal for garbage, recycle, and yard waste services in the village. Village Clerk commented on a conversation she had with the village attorney who provided information on the bids “if the village is fine with what it currently has (garbage every week, recycle bi weekly and yard waste bi weekly between April 1 – November 3) and wants to negotiate a contract with Northern Illinois Disposal based on its proposal then it should still (1) formally reject all bids at the March 11th board meeting, and then (2) start negotiating a contract with that contractor based on its proposal”. After board discussion and a review of the cost for weekly recycle pickup vs. bi weekly recycle pickup, Trustee Grobe made a motion “to recommend to the full board to negotiate with Northern Illinois Disposal for weekly garbage pickup, bi weekly recycle pickup and bi weekly yard waste pickup (between April 1 and November 30) with a quoted cost of $16.45 per month for the first year and a 4% increase each year for the  next four (4) years”. Motion seconded by Trustee Lorenz. Motion carried on a 3-0-0 voice vote.
2. Discuss and Possible Action – Employee Manual Updates and Revisions
No action was taken.
