1. Call Meeting to Order/Pledge
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by President Typer, who led the pledge. Roll was called, with five (5) trustees in attendance.

1. Approve Agenda of April 8, 2024
After a review of the Monday, April 8, 2024 Regular Board Meeting Agenda, Trustee Burright made a motion to “accept the Agenda for Monday, April 8, 2024”. Motion seconded by Trustee Russell. The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote.

[bookmark: _Hlk163737944]Following a review of the March 11, 2024 Regular Board Meeting Minutes. Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to approve the Regular Board Meeting Minutes for March 11, 2024”.  Seconded by Trustee Russell.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote.
0. Approval of the Minutes for the March 22, 2024 Regular Board Meeting Minutes
Following a review of the March 22, 2024 Special Board Meeting Minutes. Trustee Burright made a motion “to approve the Special Board Meeting Minutes for March 22, 2024”.  Seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote.

1. Citizens Comments 
Derek Wiley commented that his family has lived for years in this area and that there is a road named after his family and that he lives on High Road. Each year he decorates for Halloween, he works for the IBEW and has worked at the nuke and a solar plant and has been part of the Stillman Fire Protection District. Mr. Wiler also owns and old ladder truck that used to belong to the SVFPD. He believes in small towns and farming and states that the village will lose money on this, estimating the loss of $133,400 in annual taxes. Tony Busser commented that she is directly across from the Lee Heeren property. Ms. Busser asked the board to vote no for the annexation stating that people will not buy in the area due to the threat of solar fields. Commented on so many possible effects including flooding, loss of value, fire, stating that this does not meet standards and asked that the village follow the Comprehensive Plan. Jay Dispensa commented that each permit that is applied for has a different LLC stating is one LLC fails there is a lien put on the property. Thanked Nance’ Lorenz for attending the Public Hearing. Ryan Magnoni, US Solar thanked everyone for being there to listen to the board and commented that solar fields change property values and that the possible benefits outweigh the cons. Mike O’Hare stated that all of the homeowners who live around the land are opposed to this, then asked why does it keep coming back. Mr. O’Hare states he just came back from AZ and they put solar in the desert. Deb Maas commented that since solar panels have come to Ogle County they have been industrial. They are not green and are inconsistent in a residential area, then asked that the board deny due to the inconsistent use.  Heather Lalor stated she lives outside the village, commenting that no one sitting at the table lives outside of town, they all live in town, out of towners cannot sit on the board. Ms. Lalor stated that this is a black and white issue with no gray, asked that the board research this and stated do not allow this. Eric Miller asked for the ordinance on the Village’s Public Comment Policy. Ada ? asks that the board consider the future of the community before voting for this. Ada feels there is a lack of respect. Sam Miller commented that he met with President Typer he believes on February 26 to get information on the project and was told to call Ryan Magnoni. Mr. Miller stated he wants to come back together as a community before voting on this issue and is looking for something that will unify us. Jennifer Ogden commented that she was not sure of a lot of the grand detail. Ms. Ogden is proud to be raising kids in the community and takes pride in where they live, she hates to see it affected by something more trivial. Traditional beliefs that care about families. Stated that they should build solar by the dump. Kurt Broski commented that six (6) years ago the hearing place was shot down by the county, the board should listen to Sam and get more residential against industrial solar. Logan Lalor commented that he knew the Thurow family and that this is about more than the people sitting in this room.  Nate Grobe thanked everyone for being here commenting that some of the board is listening, stating that he has been where they are and he does listen an communicate.
