1. Call Meeting to Order - The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by President Typer.  
Roll was called, with four (4) Trustees present, Lorenz, Grobe, Edwards, and Marsh.

1. Accept the Agenda for Monday, March 13, 2023 
After a review of the Monday, March 13, 2023, Agenda, Trustee Marsh advised there is a scrivener’s error on line B. Discuss and possible action on an application for a Village Retailers License from Michael Cruickshank, DBA: Bootstrap Hospitality LLC/Royal Blue
License applicant Michael Cruickshank spoke on the plans for the business at Royal Blue and his original presentation to the Village Board when he discussed opening the business was to have liquor within six (6) months of opening, it has been six (6) months.  Mr. Cruickshank is planning craft brewers using regional and local brewers along with possible menu pairings and a wine club.  Trustee Marsh asked if the hours of operation would change.  Trustee Grobe asked about the number of licenses currently issued.  Mr. Cruickshank confirmed that he is applying for a Class A license.  Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to recommend a Class A Liquor License for Michael Cruickshank, DBA: Bootstrap Hospitality LLC/Royal Blue and to modify the number of Class A Liquor License issued from 5 to 6 in the liquor control ordinance”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Grobe.   The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1), absent Russell” on a roll call vote.
