C. Approval of Minutes
Approval of Monday, January 6, 2025, Executive Committee Meeting Minutes
After a review of the Monday, January 6, 2025, Executive Committee Meeting Minutes, a motion was made by Trustee Connell to “approve the Executive Committee Meeting Minutes for Monday, January 6, 2025”. Motion seconded by Trustee Burright. The motion passed on a 3-0-1 Voice Vote.

E. Old Business
1. Discuss and Possible Action – Budget 2026
Public Works Supervisor Insko was in attendance to discuss and review the final draft of the budget before review and vote by the full board at the February 10, 2025, Regular Board meeting.
2. Discuss and Possible Action – Rate Adjustment – Water/Sewer
The committee had a lengthy discussion on the proposed changes to the Sewer Operating Rates beginning with the May 1, 2025 usage. Supervisor Insko and Treasurer Fruin discussed an increase of $1 per 1000 gallons of septage as the recommended increase in the rate. There has not been a rate increase for water or sewer since May 2014 and due to the trend of increased costs for chemicals, testing, and sludge disposal, this account needs additional funding.
3. Discuss and Possible Action – Solicitors Permitting Procedure
The committee discussed the current solicitor permitting requirements and reviewed the report for other communities and their procedures and costs. After discussion, the committee is recommending an increase in cost for Solicitors Permits from $10 per day to $100 for five (5) days and restructuring of solicitation hours to 9 am to 6 pm (or dusk, whichever occurs first) Mondays – Saturdays. No soliciting on Sundays or Holidays.
4. Discuss and Possible Action – Annual Payroll Adjustments Effective May 1 each Fiscal Year
The committee discussed the resolution prepared by Attorney Henry and reviewed at the December Regular Board Meeting. During that discussion, the board asked that any reference to CPI Increases be removed.
5. Discuss and Possible Action – 124 E Wilson – Property Maintenance Issues
The committee heard from the Village Clerk that the tenant had removed the vehicles parked in the yard at this location, the clerk did a drive-by inspection to verify the vehicles had been removed.
