1. Discuss and Possible Action – Employee Manual Revisions – Final Review and Recommendations.

After a lengthy discussion, the resolution will be moved on to the full board. The Employee manual and proposed changes were reviewed a discussed at length. Adjustments to paid time off (formerly known as sick time), the addition of collector to the village clerk's job title. Trustee Burright made a motion “to send the resolution to the full board with the committee's support for the resolution establishing and fixing the village clerk's salary.” Trustee Marsh seconded. The motion passed with two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) “absent”; Connell on a voice vote. The committee continued discussion for finalizing the Employee Manual revisions along with various other changes that have been discussed since June of 2024. The Village Clerk will send this on to the Village Attorney for ordinance preparation for the April 14, 2025, Regular Board Meeting. After discussion and review of the information provided, including comments about not granting for landscaping, Trustee Burright made a motion to send this to the full board with the committee's recommendation for approval of awarding Economic Development Grants for Fiscal Year 2026 with no cap on the total grant funds awarded, the grant recipient’s cap of $20,000 total would still apply.

After review and lengthy discussion comparing the examples provided and knowledge of other communities' ordinances, Trustee Burright suggested setting the permit cost to reflect the value of the work being performed.
