B.     Approve Agenda for Monday, July 7, 2025
After a review of the Agenda for Monday, July 7, 2025, a motion was made by Trustee Russell to approve the Administrative Committee Meeting Agenda for Monday, July 7, 2025”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Connell. The motion passed with two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) “absent”, Lorenz.

D.    Supervisor of Public Works Report 
1.      Drainage Swale Project Update
Public Works Superintendent Dean Insko reports that Porter Brothers will return to the work site to complete the final work, as the site requires additional dirt to be added. Final payment to Porter Brothers will not be paid until the work is completely done. 
 		2.      Surf Boring - Update  
Public works employees are spending a lot of time going throughout the village marking the water lines for the Surf Internet project. There have been some mishaps with Surf digging; there have been 3 gas lines hit, and also internet lines.  Surf is changing the way they dig to prevent more mishaps. There are about three (3) weeks left before Surf is done digging.  
 
 There is a valve that needs to be replaced at Walnut and Main Street, which is why the asphalt has not been repaired at that intersection.  Hopefully, Public Works will be able to repair the valve the week of July 7, 2025.   

There is a blower at the plant that appears to be failing; this was found during normal rounds last week.  The blower has blown a belt and is making odd noises.  The Public Works Superintendent is looking into getting the blower fixed or replaced. The picnic tables and garbage cans should be delivered this week or next for Park East and will be placed shortly after delivery. Public Works completed the hydrant flushing at the end of June as well.  
   
E.     Discuss and Approve Bills
1.      Discuss and Possible Action to Approve Monthly Bills  
Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to approve the bill report for $47,572.21”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Connell. Roll called with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.   
 
F.     New Business  
1.      Discussion and Possible Action – Monument Park Maintenance
Trustee Lorenz is concerned with the condition of the Monument Park.  There is no handicap access to get to the monument. Trustee Lorenz stated that nothing has been done to the park for a long time and thinks the park does not look good.  The stairs do not make it easy to get to the park. Trustee Lorenz stated that the drinking fountain is useless in her opinion. She would like the park to be ADA accessible, the water fountain cleaned, the sidewalk with the web cracking fixed, and the parking to get to the Monument and to have the Monument inspected.  President Typer suggested that we determine who owns the Monument and let the Parks Committee conduct the research and consideration on who is responsible for its maintenance.  Trustee Lorenz agreed to let the Parks Committee take care of this matter.  
       
G.    Old Business
1.  Discuss and Possible Action – Homestead Park Development by
Recommendation from the Parks Committee for Reconsideration 
Trustee Lorenz does not think the village needs another park in the Village of Stillman Valley.  Trustee Lorenz does not think that the park will get used and would probably get vandalized, stating she would vote no on this park.  Trustee Connell said that she would like to go to Homestead subdivision and look at the chosen lot where the park would be placed before she would state whether she was for or against the park. President Typer pointed out that there are no parks to the West of Pine Street. Trustee Russell made a motion to send this reconsideration to the full board for continued discussion, but the motion died for lack of a second.
 
H.    Citizen Comments – Public Comment - Limited to 3 minutes, Per Person – 30 minutes Maximum (Turn off all Electronics and Communication Devices)
 
President Typer wanted to let the Committee know that he received a thank you note from Surf Internet after the recent groundbreaking, stating that the Village of Stillman Valley has been a pleasure to work with.  
 
President Typer also received a mailer wanting to know if there might be any land that the Village of Stillman Valley wanted to sell so they could put solar on that property.  President Typer stated that there is no interest in this at this time.
