A. Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Trustee Karen

B. Approve Agenda for Monday, July 7, 2025
A motion was made by Trustee Waltrip to “approve the Executive Committee Meeting Agenda for Monday, July 7, 2025”.   Motion seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) “absent”, Long.
 
C. Approval of Minutes

A motion was made by Trustee Waltrip to “approve the Monday, June 2, 2025, Executive Committee Meeting Minutes.” Motion seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) “absent”, Long.
 
    	 D.  New Business
1. Discussion and Possible Action – Implementing a Municipal Grocery Retailers Occupation Tax and a Municipal Grocery Service Occupation Tax
There is no grocery tax without the occupation tax; the Village of Stillman Valley does not have the 1% tax on groceries. When we get the Dollar General in Stillman Valley, an ordinance needs to be in place so we get the 1% grocery tax directly.  Trustee Marsh made a motion “to send Ordinance No. 1061 Implementing a Municipal Grocery tax to the full board for the committee recommendation for approval”. Motion seconded by Trustee Marsh. The motion passed with two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) “absent”, Long on a voice vote.
 		2.       Discussion and Possible Action – Addition of a Return to Work Policy
 This policy is being looked at by Attorney Doug Henry.  President Typer wants this put on the agenda for the full board.   
3.      Discussion and Possible Action – Fall Festival Donation Request
 The Village of Stillman Valley donates every year to the Fall Festival. The question was asked about how much to donate this year. Will there also be donations from the SV 150 to Fall Festival, yes.  The Fall Festival Committee is meeting on July 8, 2025. The suggested amount to donate from the Village of Stillman Valley is $2,500.00. Trustee Waltrip made a motion to “recommend to the full board with the committees support to donate $2,500 to Fall Festival. Motion seconded by Trustee Marsh. The motion passed with a Roll call, two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) “absent”.


 		4.      Discussion and Possible Action – Resolution 2025-04 – Fall Festival Parade Road Closure 
There was a comment that the route has not changed, so the road closures would be the same as in the past. Trustee Waltrip made a motion to send Resolution 2025-04 to the full board for approval with the committee's recommendation; seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) absent, Long on a voice vote.  
5.      Discussion and Possible Action – Resolution 2025-05 Fritz’s Bags Tournament
There was discussion about whether the road would be closed as it has been in the past. Nothing is going to change. Trustee Waltrip made a motion to send Resolution 2025-04 to the full board with the committee's support, motion seconded by Trustee Marsh. The motion passed with two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) absent, Long on a voice vote.  
 		6.      Discussion and Possible Action – Resolution 2025-06 – Music in Ropp Park Road Closure 
 A Motion was made to send this Resolution to the full board by Trustee Waltrip; seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with a Voice Vote, two (2) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and one (1) absent.  

E.  Old Business 
1.      Discussion and Possible Action – Short-Term Rental Ordinance – Comprehensive Plan Updates 
President Typer advised the committee that he has spoken to Harry Adams about updating and revising the current Comprehensive Plan of the Village of Stillman Valley. The village will need to get a quote for the work. President Typer would like to make sure information is added for Short-Term Rentals, commercial development, and other changes that are forward-thinking. When we get the information, it will go to the full board for discussion and approval.  This will be laid over for the next meeting.  
 		 2.      Discussion and Possible Action – Short Term Rental Ordinance – Review and Recommendation
Trustee Marsh commented that she likes the way that the City of Oregon has done its Short Term Rental Ordinance. The committee would like to check on the samples and get the full Executive Committee trustees' input on the proposed ordinance. Trustee Long is absent from this meeting.  President Typer would like to get the ordinance in place before someone opens an Airbnb.     
 
G.  Citizen Comments – Public Comment Limited to 3 Minutes Per Person – 3 Minutes Maximum 
President Typer wanted the committee to know that he received a thank you note from Surf Internet stating that the Village of Stillman Valley was a pleasure to work with. Also, President Typer received mail from Pivit asking if there was any land available in the Village for them to buy and to put solar on.  
President Typer also received a request to use the Dog Park during the Fall Festival. They would like to drive into the Dog Park and set up their goods for sale. President Typer stated that there is a rule about vehicles not being allowed inside the Dog Park. There was a question about who is going to go to the IML convention this year.  The list of names has to be established.
