A.    Call Meeting to Order/Pledge
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by President Typer, who led the pledge. Roll was called, with four (4) trustees in attendance. 
 
B.     Approve Agenda for Monday, August 11, 2025

                 IDOT Audit Results
Clerk Dewey explained that the Maintenance Expenditure Statements were a result of the completion of the recent Illinois Department of Transportation’s (IDOT) twelve (12) year audit. The Maintenance Expenditure Statements and the Resolutions listed were a result of IDOT’s fiscal year reporting as an annual year, vs. the village’s reporting as a fiscal year of funds spent. The result of the audit is a credit to the village’s Motor Fuel Funds for $14.75.

k. Resolution 2025-09 – Resolution for Maintenance 23-00000-00-GM

3.      Superintendent of Public Works
a.      Employee Overtime – Overtime Report Supervisor Insko advised that there
was overtime earned for water service issues and a water main break. Additionally, there is a resident on S Walnut Street who has had two (2) back-ups in their basement recently. Supervisor Insko used the camera in the sewer drain on August 11, 2025, and found roots in the sewer drain. Supervisor Insko stated that he will go back on August 12, 2025, to clean the roots out of the sewer drain.  Supervisor Insko and the resident have talked about the resident getting a backflow valve for this problem.  
 
Supervisor Insko reported that Surf is almost done running the underground cable.  He reported that J.U.L.I.E. locating for the SURF project took up a lot of time for the Public Works employees.

a.      Drainage Swale Improvements Segment 2 Project – Update
Engineer Hamilton reported that all repairs have been made to the Drainage Swale.  Final payment is pending Porter Brothers' submission of subcontractors' lien waivers.   
    
5.   Attorney’s Report
[bookmark: _Hlk74743921]a.      Discussion and Possible Action – Return to Work Policy as requested by the Illinois Municipal League Risk Management Association
Attorney Henry commented that the village insurer, the Illinois Municipal League Risk Management Association, advised the village must adopt a Return to Work Policy by September 1, 2025.  The board needs to decide who will coordinate the policy and then come up with a policy, and who will keep track of the policy.  Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to appoint the Village President to be the coordinator of the Return to Work Policy, to use the Village Clerk's email address and the village phone number as points of contact”.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Waltrip. The motion passed with four (4) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and two (2) “absent” Marsh, Connell on a roll call vote.          
b. Discussion and Possible Action – Ordinance Adopting Regulations for Working in the Public Right-of-Way Ordinance Number 1058 
Attorney Henry asked the board to review Ordinance No. 1058, Adopting Regulations for Work in the Public Right of Way. Should there be a fee, and if so, what amount should the fee be? This will be held over to the September 8, 2025, Regular Board meeting.


E.        Treasurer’s Report
a.  Treasurers Report
Treasurer Randy Fruin reviewed the Monthly Profit & Loss Statements and the Bank Account Balances for July 2025, the Year-to-Date Budget, and the first quarter reports. Trustee Waltrip made a motion “to accept the Treasurer’s reports for July 2025”.  Seconded by Trustee Russell.”  The motion passed with four (4) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and two (2) “absent” Marsh, Connell on a roll call vote.         
 
b.      Approve Monthly Bills
The monthly bills for August 2025 were reviewed. Trustee Russell made a motion “to approve the Monthly Bills for August 2025 with the total amount of $57,039.57 for payment”.  	F.     Presentation of Communications and Petitions  
a.      Sikich – Fiscal Year 2025 Audit Presentation
Lindsay Fish, auditor from Sikich, the village's auditing firm, was in attendance to review the recent Fiscal Year 2025 Audit for the Village. After review of the audit with the board, Trustee Russell made a motion “to accept the Fiscal Year 2025 Audit report.  Seconded by Trustee Long.”  The motion passed with four (4) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and two (2) “absent” Marsh, Connell on a roll call vote.          
c. Discuss and Possible Action – Comprehensive Plan Update Cost Estimate
President Typer advised the board that he had not yet received the estimate of cost for the Comprehensive Plan, the 10-year review and update. This will be added to the September 8, 2025, Regular Board meeting agenda for discussion and possible action. President Typer has asked that the revisions be completed and all work completed so that the cost for the review and revisions can be paid for in FY 2026.
