President Typer has asked a qualified person to provide a quote for their work to update and improve the current Comprehensive Plan if the Village of Stillman Valley. No action taken.  
  		2.      Discussion and Possible Action – Short-Term Rental Ordinance – Review and Recommendation
The committee reviewed samples of ordinances from other communities that allow Short-Term Rentals to operate in their municipalities. Trustee Marsh commented that she likes the way the City of Oregon has implemented its Short Term Rental ordinance.  The committee discussed the differences in Short-Term Rentals vs. Bed and Breakfasts. Trustee Waltrip pointed to Shabbona’s Short-Term Rental ordinance, requiring a Special Use Permit prior to becoming operational. The committee asked the clerk to acquire copies of the ordinances from Byron and Davis Junction for their Short-Term Rentals.
