A. Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Trustee Karen
Marsh.  Roll was called, with three (3) Trustees attending:  Karen Marsh, Becky Waltrip, and Tammy Long 
                                    
B. Approve Agenda for Monday, October 6, 2025
A motion was made by Trustee Long to “approve the Executive Committee Meeting Agenda for Monday, October 6, 2025”.   Motion seconded by Trustee Waltrip.  The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.
 
C. Approval of Minutes of Tuesday, September 2, 2025, Executive Committee Meeting. 
A motion was made by Trustee Waltrip to “approve the Tuesday, September 2, 2025, Executive Committee Meeting Minutes.” Motion seconded by Trustee Long.  The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.

      D. New Business
1.      Discussion and Possible Action – Fence Ordinance Review
The current fence ordinance in the village allows fences to be as tall as 6 feet in residential areas; it does not distinguish between wood, chain link, or other material types.  After committee discussion, it was decided that the ordinance be revised to have the height of a chain link fence modified be a maximum of 4 feet tall. If a resident would like to have a taller chain link fence, they would have to come before the board and request special permission. The ordinance does not call out the type of fencing material that is acceptable for use, and it may need to be amended in the ordinance. The question is where to place this in the ordinance suggested 4-4-2 under “g”.  Trustee Waltrip made a motion “to send this to the full board with the committee’s recommendation to amend 4-4-2 Fence Ordinance to revise the 4-foot height of the chain link fence”. The motion was seconded by Trustee Long.  The motion was approved on a voice vote of 3-0-0.       
2.      Discussion and Possible Action – Inoperable and Abandoned Vehicles
The committee discussed Inoperable and Abandoned Vehicles on the streets of the village. Comments about what the board can do when there are abandoned, nuisance, or inoperable vehicles in the Village of Stillman Valley.  What are the options?  What can we legally do to have these vehicles removed from the village?  The Trustees need to look at the ordinance and update it.  The Village Clerk will check on the pricing to have vehicles towed.  The board needs to decide if the Village will be responsible for the cost of the towing.  There needs to be a protocol in writing on what we can do when there is such a vehicle.  The committee will ask these questions to Attorney Henry at the next Regular Board meeting.

E.      Old Business
1.      Discussion and Possible Action – Food Truck Permitting/Ordinance
A Food Truck ordinance needs to be developed to ensure that the owners of the food trucks are paying the Village of Stillman Valley sales tax that is due from them while selling their goods in the village.  There needs to be a permit with a possible low-cost fee that each one of the trucks would pay and fill out with all their information in it, so the Village can collect what sales tax is rightfully the Village's. The committee reviewed ordinances from surrounding communities. Trustee Marsh commented that she likes the Davis Junction Food Truck Ordinance. Trustee Marsh will look at other communities to see what they have in place and let the board know at the next meeting what her suggestions are.
 2.        Discussion and Possible Action – Short-term Rental Ordinance- Review and Recommendations 
The committee discussed short-term rentals. The committee decided that this would be the best way to create an ordinance for short-term rentals vs. bed and breakfasts. Trustee Long will look at the ordinances of surrounding communities to see what they have in place and bring her recommendations back to the committee at their next meeting in November.
 	3.      Discussion and Possible Action – Comprehensive Plan Updates
Included in the meeting packet was Mr. Harry Adams' contract to complete the updating of the Village of Stillman Valley’s Comprehensive Plan. If approved by the board, Mr. Adams will need a copy of the current comp plan and the village's GIS maps. A copy of Mr. Adams contract was sent to Attorney Doug Henry for review before the Regular Board Meeting on October 14, 2025.  Superintendent of Public Works Insko will also be asked to look at the verbiage of the plan. Trustee Waltrip will review the current plan as well and report back with her edits.  Trustee Long made a motion to send this to the full board for approval of Harry Adams contract for revisions to the Village of Stillman Valley’s Comprehensive Plan for $8,000 after a review of the contract by Attorney Henry. The motion was seconded by Trustee Waltrip. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.  3-0-0
 
F.     Citizen Comments – Public Comment Limited to 3 minutes Per Person- 30 Minutes Maximum 
President Typer wanted to let the board know that other communities are having an issue with public camping. A sample copy of another community's public camping ordinance was shared with the committee.
