A.    Call Meeting to Order/Pledge
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by President Typer, who led the pledge. Roll was called, with six (6) trustees in attendance. 
 
B.     Approve Agenda for Monday, September 8, 2025

[bookmark: _Hlk163737944]Trustee Marsh made a motion “to approve the Regular Board Meeting Minutes for August 11, 2025”.  Seconded by Trustee Russell.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote. 
 
D.    Department Reports
1.      Village Building Inspector
Building Inspector Aaron Moore attended the board meeting and reviewed his report with those present. The board discussed the list of property maintenance letters that have been sent to various property owners, but corrective action has not been completed.

After board discussion, Trustee Lorenz made a motion to “to have Attorney Henry send a letter to the property owner giving a date certain for repairs to be completed by September 30, 2025, including penalties if repairs are not completed”. Motion seconded by Trustee Russell.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
[bookmark: _Hlk208306797][bookmark: _Hlk208389937]	. 234 E Main Street – Property maintenance, the garage needs to be painted. Minimal work has been done since November 2024. After board discussion, Trustee Lorenz made a motion to “to have Attorney Henry send a letter to the property owner giving a date certain for repairs to be completed by September 30, 2025, including penalties if repairs are not completed”. Motion seconded by Trustee Long.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
[bookmark: _Hlk208307152]	. 110 W Main – The property needs to have bushes trimmed, the fence repaired or removed, and general housekeeping. After board discussion, Trustee Russell made a motion to “to have Attorney Henry send a letter to the property owner giving a date certain for repairs to be completed by September 30, 2025, including penalties if repairs are not completed”. Motion seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
[bookmark: _Hlk208319977][bookmark: _Hlk208319984]	. 122 W Main – Property maintenance, including overgrown scrub trees, weeds, deteriorating fence, chimney in disrepair, with bricks falling on the roof of the property. Minimal work has been done to correct the problems. After board discussion, Trustee Russell made a motion to “to have Attorney Henry send a letter to the property owner giving a date certain for repairs to be completed by September 30, 2025, including penalties if repairs are not completed”. Motion seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
[bookmark: _Hlk208320101]	. 106 S Maple – Property Maintenance, the entire home needs painting. The property owner has made a significant effort in the last 60 days to complete the painting. After board discussion, Trustee Russell made a motion to “to have Attorney Henry send a letter to the property owner giving a date certain for repairs to be completed by September 30, 2025, including penalties if repairs are not completed”. Motion seconded by Trustee Waltrip.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
[bookmark: _Hlk208320277]	. 229/235 S Pine – Property Maintenance, damage to the garage, vehicles, and equipment parked in the yard.  After board discussion, Trustee Waltrip made a motion to “to have Attorney Henry send a letter to the property owner giving a date certain for repairs to be completed by September 30, 2025, including penalties if repairs are not completed”. Motion seconded by Trustee Long.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
	. 341 E Roosevelt – Property maintenance, the grass and weeds need to be mowed and continued to be mowed regularly, debris in the yard needs to be removed, the weeds growing through the deck need to be removed, the home has openings in the soffit and foundation, and a request for interior inspection has been made. After lengthy board discussion, Trustee Waltrip made a motion to “to have Attorney Henry send a letter to the property owner giving a date certain for repairs to be completed by September 30, 2025, including penalties if repairs are not completed”. Motion seconded by Trustee Marsh.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
 
Building Inspector Moore was also asked about the soffit on the garage at 210 E Main Street. The roof was replaced, but the soffit was not repaired. Inspector Moore will assess the property.
2. 	Village Clerk – Written Report Attached
a. Public Notice – Publication Timing
Clerk Dewey advised the board that when the Ogle County Life ceased to publish the local newspaper, she checked on the publication timing of the Oregon Republican Reporter, the Tempo, and the Rockford Register Star (RRS), and chose the RRS for use recently for a legal publication due to publication timing. However, the Ogle County Life was recently purchased and resumed publication; the publication's timing was checked, and it is eight (8) days between deadline and publication. Except for the Rockford Register Star, the timing for submission of legal notices is Thursday afternoon for publication the following Friday. The Rockford Register Star publishes Monday through Friday, and the longest wait would be up to three (3) days. President Typer would like to use a local paper for legal publication so the residents of the village will know where to look for the postings.  Clerk Dewey commented that all parties within 250 feet are notified by certified mailing.

a.      Employee Overtime – Overtime Report 
Supervisor Insko advised that there were zero (0) hours earned in overtime for August.  

Discussion and Possible Action – Resolution 2025-10 Resolution Approving and   
   Authorizing Financial Commitment in the Safe Routes to Schools Grant
[bookmark: _Hlk208390828]Supervisor Insko reviewed Resolution 2025-10, Resolution Approving and Authorizing Financial Commitment in the Safe Routes to Schools Grant. Advising the board that the village had submitted a similar grant during the last grant cycle and scored high, but the program ran out of funding. This is a 100% grant that includes the design engineering as part of the project. After board discussion, Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to Adopt and Approve Resolution 2025-10 Resolution Approving and Authorizing Financial Commitment in the Safe Routes to Schools Grant. Motion seconded by Trustee Waltrip”. The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 
 
Supervisor Insko also updated the board on the ongoing work with Cenergy, which is in the final design phase of the solar field going in at the wastewater treatment plant. Additionally, the backwater valve for the water issues on S Walnut was installed today. Restoration work will be finalized on September 10, 2025.

Trustee Russell seconded the motion. The motion passed with five (5) “ayes”; one (1) “nays”, Waltrip, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote.

Trustee Waltrip made a motion to approve and retain Harry Adams “to update and revise the Village of Stillman Valley’s Comprehensive Plan for $8,000 for 100 hours of work and an additional $100 per hour for each hour over 100 hours of work”. Trustee Long seconded the motion.  The motion passed with six (6) “ayes”; zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote.
