A.    Call Meeting to Order – Meeting was called to order by Trustee Connell.  Roll was called, with (3) Trustees attending: Connell, Lorenz, Russell 
                                    
B.     Approve Agenda for Monday, November 3, 2025
After a review of the agenda, a motion was made by Trustee Russell “to approve the Administrative Committee Meeting Agenda for Monday, November 3, 2025”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Lorenz.  Roll call was taken. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.   
C. Approval of Minutes - Approval of Minutes of Monday, October 6, 2025
Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to approve the October 6, 2025, Minutes.” Motion seconded by Trustee Russell. The motion passed with a voice vote three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”. 
 	D.    Supervisor of Public Works Report  
1.      Preliminary FY 2027 Budget Discussion
Public Works Supervisor Insko reviewed the preliminary FY 2027 Budget by Expense Line for Anticipated Projects/Spending. The General Fund includes two (2) cul-de-sacs and the probable cost.  Resurfacing from 1st and 2nd Streets to N Rural Rd could be more than just resurfacing, with an estimated cost of approximately $354,000.00.  Also, for FY 2027, Parks is going to need mulch.  Trustee Lorenz asked about the slab at Rec Park.  Trustee Lorenz thinks the cement under the pavilion needs to be bigger. Supervisor of Public Works Dean Insko agreed and will give the process some thought about what will be the best way to fix the slab.  Supervisor of Public Works Dean Insko suggested that the board apply for Economic Development Grants for FY 2027.  The state will have monies available for the Safe Passage to Schools, including Sidewalks, so the students who are walking to school are able to walk to school safely.  
 
Hydrant flushing was completed last week.  This week, the Public Works department is getting things ready for the winter months.   
 
E.     Discuss and Approve Bills
1. Discuss and Possible Action to Approve Monthly Bills  
Motion was made by Trustee Lorenz to “approve the monthly bills for $13,418.77”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Russell. Roll call was taken, the motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.   


 	F.     New Business  
1. Discussion and Possible Action – Sidewalk Replacement Assistance 213 2nd Street
Supervisor of Public Works Dean Insko advised the committee that he had reviewed the ordinance for sidewalk replacement, and the ordinance states that the Village of Stillman Valley is not required to pay for any maintenance of sidewalks unless there is a trip hazard or a water flow problem.  The cracks are considered cosmetic per engineering standards. The village is not responsible for the apron of the sidewalk that runs through a driveway. A motion was made by Trustee Russell “to take this issue to the full board for discussion without the committee's recommendation for sharing in the cost for the sidewalk replacement.  Motion seconded by Trustee Lorenz.  The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.
2. Discussion and Possible Action – Tree Removal Right of Way – 115 S Maple Street
The village received a letter from the property owners at 115 S Maple, requesting that the village remove the overgrown maple tree located in the right-of-way at the property. The tree (live tree) is causing the sidewalk to buckle and create a trip hazard. President Typer would like the tree to be saved and would like to ask the church to explore other options to improve the damaged sidewalk.  President Typer will compose a letter and bring it before the full board for discussion. Trustee Connell took a straw poll asking the committee if they would like to send a letter to the property owners asking them to explore the options before taking down the tree at their own expense.  The committee agreed that the letter was the next step. 
 
G.    Old Business
 1.  Discuss and Possible Action – Rules & Signage East End Park
There is no name as of this time for the recreation area on the east side of the village.  There will be more discussion about the name at a future date.  Rules and signage were being discussed. Trustee Connell made a list of the proposed rules.  Trustee Lorenz made a motion, “to send the list of rules to the full board for discussion”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Connell. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.
2.  Discuss and Possible Action – Sidewalk installation on Vacant lots in Subdivisions
President Typer stated that we need something in writing stating that when the properties or lots are sold a sidewalk needs to be installed on that lot/property.  The village needs to have sidewalks in place.  The board needs to ask Attorney Doug Henry what he suggests would be the best way to do this.  To either add a line to the current ordinance or write a new ordinance stating that the new property owner needs to put in the sidewalk when purchasing a home without a sidewalk on the property.  It was decided to send forward by conscience, all concurred.    
 
H.    Citizen Comments – Public Comment Limited to 3 minutes, Per Person – 30 minutes Maximum
(Turn off all Electronics and Communication Devices)
Karen Marsh asked what “grandfathering in” meant.  It was explained to her that if something happened before it was an ordinance was made, for example, the circumstance would be “grandfathered in” because there wasn’t a rule or law when the circumstance took place.
