C. Approval of Minutes - Approval of Minutes of Monday, November 3, 2025
Trustee Russell made a motion “to approve the November 3, 2025, Minutes.” Motion seconded by Trustee Connell. The motion passed with a voice vote three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”. 
 	D.    Supervisor of Public Works Report  
Public Works Supervisor Insko updated the committee on the recent snowfall, including damage to one of the trucks during plowing and calling in a former employee (Aaron Moore) to assist with the clean-up. 
 
E.     Discuss and Approve Bills
1. Discuss and Possible Action to Approve Monthly Bills  
Motion was made by Trustee Russell to “approve the monthly bills for $12,155.87”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Lorenz. Roll call was taken, the motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.   

 	F.     New Business  
1. Discussion and Possible Action – Employee Holiday Gift
The committee reviewed the five (5) year history of employee gifts, discussed the options for gifting. Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to recommend to the full board with the committee’s support to “gift each full time employee $300 each and each part time employee $150 each”. Motion seconded by Trustee Rusell. Roll call was taken, the motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.   

G.    Old Business
 1.  Discuss and Possible Action – Rules & Signage East End Pavilion
There is no name as of this time for the pavilion, picnic area, and big red chair installed by the village. The committee discussed a list of rules for the location, Trustee Russell made a motion “to recommend to the full board the village purchase and install a sign with rules such as: Hours – Dawn to Dusk; Clean Up After Use, No Smoking, No Fires, No Hunting, No Alcohol, Minors with Supervision, Pets on Leash, Clean Up After Animals. Do Use Tables to Prepare Fishing Poles or Bait Hooks in the area.”   The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.
2. Discussion and Possible Action – Tree Removal Right of Way – 115 S Maple Street
The village received a letter from the property owners at 115 S Maple, agreeing to the village plan to cut back the tree roots, replacing the sidewalk, and circumventing the tree east of the sidewalk when weather permits work to begin.
