B.     Approve Agenda for Monday, January 5, 2026
After a review of the agenda, a motion was made by Trustee Russell “to approve the Administrative Committee Meeting Agenda for Monday, January 5, 2026.  Motion seconded by Trustee Lorenz.  Roll call was taken. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on   

C. Approval of Minutes - Approval of Minutes of Monday, December 1, 2025
Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to approve the December 1, 2025, Minutes.” Motion seconded by Trustee Russell. The motion passed with a voice vote three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”. 
 	D.    Supervisor of Public Works Report  
Superintendent Insko reported that Public Works has been doing regular maintenance on some of the equipment.  They also overhauled an influence screen. 
 
E.     Discuss and Approve Bills
1. Discuss and Possible Action to Approve Monthly Bills  
Motion was made by Trustee Russell to “approve the monthly bills for January for $15,265.64.”  Motion seconded by Trustee Lorenz. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a roll call vote. 

 	F.     New Business  
1. Discussion and Possible Action –Well #3 Pump Rehabilitation Engineering Proposal
Superintendent Insko told the board that it is time to service Well #3.  It has been 21 years, and it is overdue for servicing.  Superintendent Insko has been in touch with Willett Hoffmann.  Bids will be taken for the servicing of this well.  Superintendent Insko wants the bids to have an itemized cost.  He is hoping that the service of the well only takes 3 weeks.  Willett Hoffman proposes to provide the Professional Services for $10,100.00. Trustee Lorenz made a motion “to send a recommendation to the full board with an estimated cost of $10,100.00.” The motion was seconded by Trustee Connell.  The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” voice vote.  


G.    Old Business
 1.  Discuss and Possible Action – Review and Discuss Preliminary FY 2027 Budget
Superintendent Insko has included a draft of the budget worksheet in the meeting packet. The civil defense fund was explained to the board. The motor fuel taxes are changing.  The service charges are changing with an increase of $8000.00, and the economic development is increasing by $5000.00.  It was suggested that these funds and the State of Illinois Motor Fuel Diversion will go to the Chicago Mass Transit.  President Typer asked the Treasurer Randy Fruin to look at this and perhaps increase the Village Tax Levy amount from 3 to 4.9 percent. Trustee Russell made a motion to send “to send the FY 2027 Budget to the full board with the committee's recommendation for full approval as presented. The motion was seconded by Trustee Connell.  A voice vote was taken, the motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent”.  
2. Discussion and Possible Action – Planting in the Right of Way
Trustee Lorenz commented that she had talked to a local landscaper about planting trees at the treatment plant for future use by the village. The village would plant only trees that would be low impact to the right-of-way, etc.  The committee then discussed the need for a list of trees that would be acceptable for residents to plant in the right-of-way. After a long discussion, President Typer asked Trustee Lorenz to look at the list of trees and narrow the list of trees that the Village would accept.  This action was tabled for now.  
 
H.    Citizen Comments – Public Comment Limited to 3 minutes, Per Person – 30 minutes Maximum
(Turn off all Electronics and Communication Devices)
President Typer stated that 2025 was a good year, and he attributes that to the staff of the Village of Stillman Valley and the volunteers who have worked on the various projects.  President Typer feels confident that he can go on vacation because of the staffing here in the Village of Stillman Valley.  Trustee Lorenz brought to the attention of the board the boat and car that have been parked at the car wash for weeks/months. Trustee Lorenz feels that they need to be moved so the Village looks better. Also, she asked that the Building Inspector look into the debris that is along the road near the car wash.  Trustee Lorenz is wondering if that is the debris that has been cleaned out of the traps at the car wash and discarded along the roadway.  The building inspector will be asked to look into this situation.
