A. Call Meeting to Order – The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Trustee Karen
Marsh.  Roll was called, with three (3) Trustees attending:  Karen Marsh, Tammy Long, and Trustee Becky Waltrip.   

B. Approval of the Agenda for Monday, February 2, 2026
Motion was made by Trustee Long, “to approve the agenda for Monday, February 2, 2026, and to move F. Citizen Comments up on the agenda before D. New Business”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Waltrip. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.

C. Approval of the Minutes of Monday, January 5, 2026. 
A motion was made by Trustee Waltrip to “approve the minutes for Monday, January 5, 2026”.  Motion seconded by Trustee Long.  The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.

D. New Business      
1. Discussion and Possible Action – Economic Development Grant Funding
President Typer asked the committee if the board would like to continue participating in the Economic Development Grant Program. The budget for the grants was discussed, and the max grant amount for funding was suggested at $30,000. A Motion was made by Trustee Waltrip “to continue the Economic Development Grant Program, and to set the Grant Limit at $30,000, and to send to the full board with the committee's recommendation for approval”.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Long.  The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.  

E. Old Business
1. Discussion and Possible Action – Prohibiting Camping
Ordinance development for prohibiting camping was discussed at great length. Village Clerk Dewey will email copies of a sample ordinance from another community for the committee's review before the March 2, 2026, Executive Committee meeting. This will be held over until the March 2, 2026, Executive Committee Meeting.
2. Discussion and Possible Action – Food Truck Permitting/Ordinance
[bookmark: _Hlk221195777]Attorney Henry had prepared Ordinance 1066 Amending Title 3 “Business Regulations”, to add Chapter 11, Mobile Food Vehicles to the Village Code.”  After committee review, Trustee Long made a motion “to send Ordinance No. 1066 back to the full board with the committee's recommendation for approval”. Motion seconded by Trustee Waltrip. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.  
3. Discussion and Possible Action – Short-Term Rental Ordinance – Review and Recommendation
Attorney Henry prepared Ordinance 1065 Amending Title 3, “Business Regulations, to add Chapter 10, “Short Term Rentals” to the Village Code. After reviewing the Ordinance 1065, Trustee Long made a motion “to send Ordinance 1065 back to the full board with the committee’s recommendation for approval and to set the minimum fine at $250 and the maximum fine set at $750 for each offense, each day. Trustee Waltrip seconded the Motion. The motion passed with three (3) “ayes”, zero (0) “nays”, and zero (0) “absent” on a voice vote.  
4. Discussion and Possible Action – Cenergy Work at Waste Water Treatment Plant
President Typer advised the committee that Cenergy should begin construction in the spring to construct the approved solar field. Before construction can begin, Cenergy will need to seek a variance to construct an 8-foot fence.     

F.   Citizen Comments
1. Comprehensive Plan – Harry Adams attended the meeting to discuss his work
on updating the Village of Stillman Valley Comprehensive Plan. Mr. Adams was able to give the board a detailed presentation of how he is bringing the Comprehensive Plan up to date for the Village of Stillman Valley.  He spoke about the highlights, what he added to the plan, and what he took away.  He also stated that the wording is more flexible and has softer language.    

President Typer commented that the Comprehensive Plan will be on the February 9, 2026, Regular Board Agenda for discussion and vote. 

President Typer advised those present that the Statement of Economic Interest Forms will be distributed soon and asked that everyone fill them out and return them quickly. 

President Typer attended the Northern Illinois Mayor Caucus and heard information on Data Centers, Winnebago Schools, and Sales Tax information.

President Typer advised the committee that he was asked to join the Meridian School District Planning Meeting Retreat on March 5 & 6, 2026.
